D.  Physical Development is enhanced when children:

• eat healthy foods

• acquire body awareness

   Through participation in various activities, children acquire attitudes,  

skills and knowledge for safe and healthful living.

E.   Aesthetic Development is enhanced when children have opportunities 

to express themselves through:

• art

• drama

• music

• dance

• writing

     Aesthetic education is concerned with the creation, expression and 

examination of personal meaning. Aesthetic education helps children  

to respond and create in a variety of ways, and to value artistic and  

aesthetic endeavors.
